RACE 1 (R694) CLASS 5 – 1100m str

NIGHT SHADOW, a course scratching which had sustained a bruised off-fore fetlock, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

CONTENTED, TRIPLE KWAN and MOVING FORWARD which were up 21kgs, 17kgs and 16kgs respectively since their last run, were checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and were passed fit to start.
MR ROAR (M Helmy) was examined by the Veterinary Surgeon behind the barriers and was passed fit to race.

On jumping, JEFF (M Wepner) faltered and shortly afterwards, was crowded for room between MR ROAR  which rolled outwards and GOLD STAR PRINCESS (App KY Yap) which rolled inwards.   JEFF lost ground in this incident.  Thereafter,  JEFF and GOLD STAR PRINCESS showed no early pace despite being urged along.
FABERGE (C Goon) was slowly away.

FAST GIRL (M Leong) jumped awkwardly and was slowly away.

TRIPLE KWAN (App F Yusoff) and DARWIN (J Low) bumped on jumping.

Near the 400M, HONEST BENG (J Shankar) laid outwards, obliging its rider to stop and straighten.
DARWIN hung outwards, obliging its rider to stop and straighten at the 200M and 100M.   Post-race veterinary examination of DARWIN revealed that it had returned lame off-fore and will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

The saddle on DARWIN slipped backwards during the running.

Post-race veterinary examinations of JEFF and FAST GIRL revealed no obvious abnormality.  JEFF which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

A post-race veterinary examination of HANDSOME BACHELOR (WK Yan) revealed that the gelding had returned with respiratory distress and will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

RACE 2 (R695)  CLASS 5 – 1600m (lc)
Trainers Dr. SH Tan, PK Leong and C Robert were each fined RM100/- under MRA Rule 65(5)(c) for failing to produce the declared colours on KAKA, AFFIRMATIVE ACTION and HUMBLE HARVEST respectively.

SUPERIOR (App KM Lai) was examined by the Veterinary Surgeon behind the barriers and was passed fit to race.
CHINESE STREET (N Callow) was slowly away.
AFFIRMATIVE ACTION (M Leong)  jumped awkwardly and was slowly away.

GEORGIE BOY (M Wepner) was slow into stride.

TRACK HERO (D Bonilla) was slowly away and thereafter, raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the race and raced wide throughout.

Near the 1000M, THUNDERSHOCK (Lou Ho) was momentarily crowded for room between EXCELLENT GOAL (J Low)  and TRACK HERO  which rolled inwards.

EXCELLENT GOAL and  HUMBLE HARVEST (App M Ganeesh) raced wide home turn.

Post-race veterinary examinations of CHINESE STREET, SUNNY STAR (HK Cheng) and AFFIRMATIVE ACTION revealed no obvious abnormality.

App F Yusoff, the rider of KAKA in the presence of his Master, Trainer Dr. Tan Swee Hock and Jockey D Bonilla, the rider of TRACK HERO were both warned to ride their mounts out to the end of the race, failing which further  action may be taken in future.

RACE 3 (R696) CLASS 5 – 1600m (lc)
Trainer SB Tan was fined RM100/- under MRA Rule 65(5)(c) for failing to produce the declared colours on NO TIME TO WAIT.

The saddle on WU JIN (App SL Lam) was re-adjusted prior to proceeding to the start.
ELEVENTH AVENUE (Lou Ho) which stood flat-footed and lost considerable ground, will be required to pass a test (1 starting stall) before being declared to race again.

SUPERNATURAL POWER (App S Shafrizal) and FLASH GORDON (App I Amirul) bumped on jumping.

Shortly after the start, NO TIME TO WAIT (J Low) and HORIZON LAD (App KY Yap) were crowded for room between RELEASE (App M Ganeesh) and FULL POWER (BN Kumar) which rolled inwards, obliging its rider to stop and straighten.
SUPERNATURAL POWER raced wide first turn.

Near the 1000M, NO TIME TO WAIT became momentarily unbalanced when bumped by SUPERNATURAL POWER which shifted inwards abruptly, anticipating the short course.

FULL POWER and NO TIME TO WAIT which raced poorly, will each be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Jockey Lou Ho, the rider of ELEVENTH AVENUE reported that his mount was making respiratory noises.  A post-race veterinary examination of ELEVENTH AVENUE revealed no obvious abnormality.  ELEVENTH AVENUE which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of FLASH GORDON and CAMERO (HK Cheng) revealed no obvious abnormality.  CAMERO which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.
The Club Veterinary Surgeon reported that RELEASE returned with respiratory distress and as such, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

RACE 4 (R697) CLASS 5 – 1600m (lc)
RENDEZVOUS (BN Shahrul)  raced wide first turn.
Near the 1000M, SIMPLY RED (App KY Yap) steadied off the heels of ETERNAL CHEERS (Lou Ho) which shifted inwards.  Jockey Lou Ho was shown the video of this incident and was warned to exercise more care when shifting ground in future.

Jockey I Azhar, the rider of HYPER POWER reported that his mount was not striding out freely.

Post-race veterinary examinations of HIGH QUALITY (App H Haswindy), LUCKY COMET (M Wepner), THARA (App I Amirul) and HYPER POWER revealed no obvious abnormality.

When questioned regarding the improved performance of TRACK RUNNER (D Bonilla), Trainer HS Lim stated that he had only recently taken over the training of TRACK RUNNER, however, he was surprised with the gelding’s win today, based on the recent form going into today’s race.  He further stated that  TRACK RUNNER was down 14kgs in body weight and felt that the good track today, had contributed to the improved performance of TRACK RUNNER as the gelding has been racing on rain-affected tracks and not performed well.  His explanation was noted and his attention was drawn to the Rules regarding ‘in-and-out’ running.

RACE 5 (R698) RESTRICTED MAIDEN-1200m(sc) [2&3yo only] [Weight For Age]
THE THINKER, a course scratching which had sustained a nail prick near hind, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

SARAWI which was down 23kgs and ANAK KAMPUNG which was up 17kgs since their last run, were checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and were passed fit to start.

The saddle on LIGHTNING ROD (App CK Tan) was re-adjusted behind the barriers.

BLACK AND WHITE (App R Rueven) and SPEED POWER (M Wepner) were examined by the Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and were passed fit to start.

SARAWI (App KY Yap) and UNCLE GLORY (App KK Chin) were slowly away.

LUCK TREASURE (J Chuah) and  MONEY IS QUEEN (App M Ganeesh) bumped on jumping.

DIRAC (J Shankar) and BLACK AND WHITE bumped on jumping.

ANAK KAMPUNG (App I Amirul) jumped awkwardly outwards and was slowly away.

Near the 1100M, LUCK TREASURE steadied when crowded for room between BY INVITATION ONLY (App KM Lai) which rolled outwards and MONEY IS QUEEN which rolled inwards.
SARAWI raced keenly in the early and middle stages and was difficult to settle.
Near the 250M, ANAK KAMPUNG laid inwards, obliging its rider to stop and straighten.
Near the 200M, BY INVITATION ONLY steadied inwards across the heels of  MONEY IS QUEEN which was giving ground.
Near the 100M, SPEED POWER which commenced to drift outwards under pressure, steadied momentarily off the heels of BERNI DANCER (Alan Ng) which rolled inwards under pressure.

Near the 50M, SARAWI which was improving, switched outwards across the heels of SPEED POWER  in order to obtain clear running.

BRASH SON (N Callow) drifted outwards under pressure over the concluding stages of the race.

ANAK KAMPUNG, UNCLE GLORY, LIGHTNING ROD and LEE SPUR (App SU Lim) which raced poorly, will each be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

The following riders reported that their mounts raced greenly:-

App M Ganeesh (MONEY IS QUEEN), App SU Lim (LEE SPUR), App R Rueven (BLACK AND WHITE) and App CK Tan (LIGHTNING ROD).
Post-race veterinary examinations of BY INVITATION ONLY, DIRAC and LEE SPUR revealed no obvious abnormality.   LIGHTNING ROD returned having cast its off-fore plate.

When questioned regarding the improved performance of BERNI DANCER (Alan Ng), Trainer P Pereira stated that he was surprised with the win today, as the filly had not performed well on its first two career starts.  He further stated that he believed that with a good barrier and a good track today, had contributed to the improved performance of BERNI DANCER.   His explanation was noted and his attention was drawn to the Rules regarding ‘in-and-out’ running.

D’CREATOR (M Djulkifli) jumped awkwardly and was slowly away.
DON’TCALLME UNCLE (Lou Ho) jumped awkwardly outwards and bumped ACTUARIAL TALENT (App M Ganeesh).

MERSING (M Wepner) was slowly away and thereafter, showed no early pace, despite being urged along.

ACTUARIAL TALENT raced wide throughout.

MARINI WALTZ (Alan Ng) raced keenly in the early and middle stages and near the 1100M, steadied after racing up onto the heels of  WIN MILLION (I Azhar).

WIND OF SUCCESS (N Callow) raced wide home turn.

App S Shafrizal, the rider of BIG FORTUNE reported that his mount was not striding out freely.

Post-race veterinary examinations of MERSING, BELWINS (App I Amirul), D’CREATOR, MARINI WALTZ and BIG FORTUNE revealed no obvious abnormality.  SOMMIDO (App KM Lai) returned having cast its near fore plate.

RACE 7 (R700) CLASS 3 – 1400m (sc)

Emergency acceptor AL’S KNIGHT was withdrawn due to a capacity field.

CAMOUFLAGE, a course scratching which was sore in its off-fore fetlock, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

EARL GREY and JOYFUL which was up 18kgs and 15kgs respectively, since their last run, were checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and were passed fit to start.

RUSSIAN ROULETTE (Lou Ho) was examined by the Veterinary Surgeon behind the barriers and was passed fit to start. 

PEOPLE’S CHOICE (App KK Chin) jumped awkwardly inwards and bumped EARL GREY (App I Amirul).
On jumping, WIENER (N Callow) was crowded for room between PRINCESS SARAH (WK Yan) which jumped awkwardly outwards and STREET DREAM (Alan Ng) which jumped awkwardly inwards.

RUSSIAN ROULETTE and JOYFUL (BN Shahrul) bumped on jumping.

Shortly after the start, JOYFUL steadied when crowded for room between RUSSIAN ROULETTE and TURNINGOLD (J Shankar) which laid inwards.

BLUE STORM (App L Hernry) raced wide throughout.

APRIL RAIN (App KC Tham) raced wide first turn.

Near the 800M, STREET DREAM switched outwards across the heels of PEOPLE’S CHOICE in order to improve its position, and in doing so, brushed MONEY MAKES MONEY (App SL Lam).  

APRIL RAIN drifted outwards under pressure over the concluding stages of the race.

Post-race veterinary examinations of WIENER, RUSSIAN ROULETTE and EARL GREY revealed no obvious abnormality.

The Club Veterinary Surgeon reported that BLUE STORM returned lame off-fore and will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

When questioned regarding the disappointing performance of STREET DREAM, Jockey Alan Ng stated that he was instructed to get a good jump and go to the front and do his best in the straight.  He said that he was unable to go to the front, as PEOPLE’S CHOICE set a fast pace and as such, he elected to stay in behind the leader.  He said that approaching the home turn, STREET DREAM was travelling well into the race and when he asked for an effort near the 300M, his mount did not respond as expected and was disappointing.  His explanation was noted.  Trainer P Pereira confirmed the instructions and stated that he expected STREET DREAM to win today and was happy with STREET DREAM going into the race today, despite racing in a stronger Class 3 field today, but was disappointing.  His explanation was noted.  Trainer P Pereira was told that if he detects any abnormality with the colt after cooling down, he would be expected to report this to the Stewards.  A post-race veterinary examination of STREET DREAM revealed no obvious abnormality.  STREET DREAM was impounded.

RACE 8 (R701) CLASS 4 – 1400m (sc)

AMAZING GRACE, a course scratching which had sustained blister on the saddle seat area, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

MR WHYTE which was down 18kgs and ALL RISE which was up 17kgs respectively, since their last run, were checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and were passed fit to start.

Trainer K Coetzee was fined RM250/- under MRA Rule 152(5)(a) for failing to seek the Stewards’ prior permission for Jockey J Shankar to ride 1kg overweight on ALL RISE.
OUR FAITH (App Z Khairil) was slowly away and thereafter, showed no early pace, despite being urged along.

NORDSTROM (BN Shahrul) was slowly away.

HERE COMES THUNDER (M Leong) jumped awkwardly and was slowly away.

ALL RISE (J Shankar) fly-jumped and was slowly away.

Shortly after the start, EASTERN KING (I Azhar) and ALL RISE were crowded for room between MARTEL (WK Yan) which rolled outwards and MR WHYTE (HK Cheng) which rolled inwards.

MARTEL  and  NORDSTROM raced keenly in the early and middle stages.
MR WHYTE and ALL RISE raced wide first turn.

DASHFUL (M Wepner) raced wide throughout.

Near 550M, TWELFTH AVENUE (Lou Ho) switched outwards across the heels of MARTEL in order to obtain clear running and in doing so, took DASHFUL wider on the track.

EASTERN KING, OUR FAITH (App Z Khairil) and ALL RISE which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of STUNNING SAPPHIRE (N Callow), DASHFUL and ALL RISE revealed no obvious abnormality.
When questioned regarding the improved performance of MR WHYTE, Trainer K Coetzee stated that he was surprised with the gelding’s win today and stated that MR WHYTE did not handle the rain-affected track on its two previous starts and especially, drawing an inside barrier on a straight course at its last start on the 13th April 2013 in Ipoh.  He further stated that he believed that the good track today had contributed to the improved performance of MR WHYTE.   His explanation was noted and his attention was drawn to the Rules regarding ‘in-and-out’ running.

At a subsequent veterinary examination today, it was revealed that 
WELL BEYOND, trained by Trainer R Lines, was lame near fore and as such, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

RACE 6 (R692) RESTRICTED MAIDEN – 1200m (sc)

PERAK MAY MEETING 2013, 1st DAY, SATURDAY, 25th MAY 2013

At the conclusion of an Inquiry today, App SU Lim, the rider of TRIPLE ONE D’BEST, in the presence of his Master, Trainer Lim Woei Chet, pleaded guilty to a charge of careless riding under MRA Rule 44(9)(a)(ii) in that near the 800M, he allowed his mount to shift inwards when insufficiently clear of SHINING SUPREME (App S Shafrizal), bumping that horse inwards, resulting in SHINING SUPREME striking the running rail and almost dislodging its rider and lose  ground.  SMALL TIGER (App KK Chin) which was following, had to take evasive action and in doing so, shifted out abruptly, bumping the hind quarters of GRAND ELLO (M Yusri) outwards.
When deciding on penalty, the Stewards took into account App SU Lim’s guilty plea, the degree of interference, his riding record and mitigating factors.  App SU Lim’s licence to ride in races was suspended for a period of four (4) race days, with effect from Monday, 27th May 2013 and to expire on Friday, 7th June 2013, both dates inclusive.  He was advised of his right of appeal (12.40pm).
