PERAK TURF CLUB JANUARY MEETING 2014

1st DAY, SATURDAY, 18th JANUARY 2014

STATE OF TRACK:  Yielding 

Panel of Stipendiary Stewards:

Mr Peter Dombkins (Ag. Chief Stipendiary Steward), Mr Lee Seng He (Stipendiary Steward) & Mr. Devaraj Arujunen (Stipendiary Steward).

RACE 1 (R093) CLASS 5 – 1400m(lc) – BASTION MIDDLEBURG HANDICAP
KIWI MAESTRO which was up 15kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.
BY INVITATION ONLY (J Shankar) was examined by the Club Veterinary Surgeon behind the barriers and was passed fit to start.

At the start, ORACION (M Yusri) jumped awkwardly outwards and caused crowding to PERHAPS (M Wepner), HUMBLE HARVEST (D Bonilla), KEY LARGOLD (App KC Tham) and CAMERO (J Low).  PERHAPS lost ground in this incident.   Jockey M Yusri, the rider of ORACION was warned to make a greater effort to keep  his mount straight on jumping, failing which action may be taken against him in future.

SPACE INVADER (TM Wan) was slowly away. 
At approximately the 800M, SPACE INVADER steadied when CAMERO rolled in and ORACION rolled out.
When questioned regarding the performance of BY INVITATION ONLY, Trainer KL Chong stated that Jockey J Shankar was instructed to get a good jump and have the horse in a handy position 3rd /4th, however the horse found himself racing outside the leader BANCHORY, which was closer to the lead than he anticipated and this in his opinion may have contributed to the horse being one-paced in the straight when under pressure.    When questioned, Jockey J Shankar stated that he had a good jump and found himself racing outside the leader BANCHORY and was travelling well.  When placed under pressure in the straight, the gelding in his opinion raced one-paced and was disappointing.    Their explanations were noted.  BY INVITATION ONLY was impounded.

When questioned regarding the riding tactics of BANCHORY, Trainer Evelyn Seet stated that she instructed Jockey I Azhar to ride a forward race as she did as its previous start in Penang over 2000M, but unfortunately, BANCHORY had its head down on that occasion and was slowly away.   She has freshened up the horse since its last start and brought the gelding back in distance to 1400M today.  The Stewards noted her explanations and told her that she is to endeavour to maintain consistent performance and tactics with BANCHORY in future.
A post-race veterinary examination of LEE DANCER revealed that the gelding returned with respiratory distress and as such, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of STUB (App KP Lim), BY INVITATION ONLY, HUMBLE HARVEST and CAMERO revealed no obvious abnormality.

RACE 2 – MACAU RACE

RACE 3 (R094) CLASS 5 – 1400m(lc) – MENARA TAMING SARI HANDICAP
CHINESE STREET (App M Ganeesh) and GOLDEN PARTNER (J Shankar) were slowly away.
At the 800M, JACK OF HEARTS (M Zairi) got its head up, raced greenly,  laid inwards and bumped GOLDEN PARTNER racing on its inside.  GOLDEN PARTNER lost ground in this incident.   Trainer LN Danis will be told that he is to endeavour to try to improve the racing traits of JACK OF HEARTS.
A post-race veterinary examination of ZHAN SHEN (WK Yan) revealed that the gelding returned with heat stress and as such, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of BLUE DELAGO (Lou Ho), CIZEN BROTHER (I Azhar), RECORD TIME (M Djulkifli) and GOLDEN PARTNER revealed no obvious abnormality.

At the conclusion of an Inquiry today, Jockey HK Cheng, the rider of IDEALISTIC MOMENT pleaded guilty to a charge of careless riding under MRA Rule 44(9)(a)(ii) in that at the 350M, he made insufficient effort to prevent his mount from shifting in, when not clear of ZHAN SHEN (WK Yan), causing that gelding to check, lose ground and its rightful running.
When deciding on penalty, the Stewards took into account Jockey HK Cheng’s guilty plea, riding record and mitigating factors.  Jockey HK Cheng was suspended from riding in races for a period of three (3) race days with effect from Monday, 20th January 2014 and to expire on Sunday, 26th January 2014, both dates inclusive.  He was informed of his right of appeal (5.00pm).

At the conclusion of an Inquiry today, App R  Jasmin, the rider of FLYING HORSE in the presence of  his master Trainer C Robert pleaded guilty to a charge under MRA Rule 44(10)  for failing to ride to the satisfaction of the Stewards in that he gave insufficient rein to his mount at the start, causing his mount to throw its head up and losing ground, which was in contradiction to his instructions to ride a forward race.
When deciding on penalty, the Stewards took into account App R Jasmin’s guilty plea, his riding record and mitigating factors.  App R Jasmin was suspended from riding in races for a period of one (1) month with effect from tomorrow, Sunday, 19th January 2014 and to expire on 18th February 2014, both dates inclusive.   He was informed of his right of appeal (7.05pm).

RACE 4 – MACAU RACE

RACE 5 (R095) CLASS 5 – 1400m(lc) – STADTHUYS HANDICAP

FLYING KISS which was up 16kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.

HAPPY SURPRISER (Lou Ho) was slow to begin.

At the start, ANAK KAMPUNG (App J See) jumped out and bumped JAI HO (J Shankar), which became unbalanced and lost ground.

On jumping, FLYING KISS brushed the outside gate, unbalancing Jockey M Djulkifli.

Near the 300M, COCONUT (Y Aify) and ANAK KAMPUNG bumped.

At the 300M, PADDY’S PARK (LL Tai) shifted out over the heels of TWELFTH AVENUE (J Low) which laid in, to get clear running.
HAPPY SURPRISER which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Jockey J Shankar, the rider of JAI HO reported that his mount was not striding out freely.  
When questioned regarding the performance of JAI HO, Jockey J Shankar stated that he was instructed to race in 5th/6th position today, however the horse was reluctant to go forward.  He struck the horse with the whip from the 900M to the 800M in order  for the horse to go forward and improve, but JAI HO failed to respond and was very disappointing.  A post-race veterinary examination revealed no obvious abnormality.  JAI HO which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again and was impounded.
Post-race veterinary examinations of COCONUT, GOOD GIFT (App WT Chung), FLYING KISS and HAPPY SURPRISER revealed no obvious abnormality.

A post-race veterinary examination of UNITY STAR (App S Shafrizal) revealed that the gelding returned lame near fore and as such, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of CIZEN PURE (J Low) RUMPELSTILTSKIN (I Azhar), HONESTLY SPEAKING and HAPPY LUCK (App KK Chin) revealed no obvious abnormality.

SUPREME SASSO (J Low) which was difficult to be loaded, was loaded riderless and as such, will be required to pass one starting stall test before being declared to race again.

At the start, LEE SPUR (S Salee) jumped outwards and bumped SASSO MAN (M Leong).
SUPREME SASSO jumped outwards and took MAGICAL TEN (J Chuah) out which in turn, bumped LUCK ALOT (App KC Tham) which had to be eased.
Shortly after the start, PENANG IDOL (App S Shafrizal) laid out and BRAVE MALALA (App I Amirul) rolled in, crowding KUANTAN HILL (M Wepner) for room and causing NOBLESSE OBLIGE (How Yang) to be eased.

MACAU TREASURE (HK Cheng), LEE SPUR, NOBLESSE OBLIGE and PENANG IDOL which raced poorly, will each be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of KUANTAN HILL, LEE SPUR, PENANG IDOL and MAGICAL TEN revealed no obvious abnormality.

Near the 1000M crossing, GITHAN (M Djulkifli) steadied away from the heels of LADY KILLER (M Wepner) which was taken out by MR MAGIC (WK Yan) which   had to steady outwards to avoid clipping the heels of SERDANG MAN (S Sani), which rolled in slightly.
A post-race veterinary examination of THE SUNBELT (App KP Lim) revealed that the gelding returned lame near fore and as such, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of NOT FREE NOW (J Shankar), LADY KILLER and EMPEROR QIAN LONG revealed no obvious abnormality.

RACE 12 – MACAU RACE

RACE 13 (R099) CLASS 4 – 1400m (sc) – JONKER WALK HANDICAP
TRIPLE ONE D’BEST which was up 17kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.

At the start, AUSSIE SON (S Salee)  jumped inwards and MR LUCKY (WK Yan) jumped outwards, crowding TRIPLE ONE D’BEST (App KC Tham) and SEA BUTTERFLY (J Low), causing SEA BUTTERFLY to be eased.

Shortly after the start, HERE COMES THUNDER (Lou Ho) was bumped by REYSHA (M Zairi) and HERE COMES THUNDER got its head up and raced ungenerously for about 40 metres.  Thereafter, HERE COMES THUNDER raced wide rounding the 1200M turn.

At the 1200M turn, UNCLE GLORY (How Yang) became momentarily unbalanced.  
At approximately the 300M, SEA BUTTERFLY (J Low) shifted out under pressure and took EURO FIGHTER (M Wepner) out and bumped TRIPLE ONE D’BEST.  Jockey J Low, the rider of SEA BUTTERFLY was shown the video and warned to exercise more care in future.

MAGIC BABY (D Bonilla) and AUSSIE SON which raced poorly, will each be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Jockeys D Bonilla, the rider of MAGIC BABY and J Shankar, the rider of NOTHING TO LOSE both reported that their mounts were not striding out freely.   Post-race veterinary examinations of MAGIC BABY, NOTHING TO LOSE, TRIPLE ONE D’BEST and EURO FIGHTER revealed no obvious abnormality.

Jockey How Yang, the rider of UNCLE GLORY will be questioned regarding his ride.

RACE 14 -  MACAU RACE
RACE 15 (R100) CLASS 4 – 1400m(sc) – LAYANG-LAYANG ISLAND HANDICAP

The Stewards ordered the withdrawal of PRINCE ISLANDER (J Shankar) at 5.42pm acting on veterinary advice that the gelding was displaying an abnormal action behind the barrier.  PRINCE ISLANDER will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.
THUNDER WIND (BN Shahrul) and FREE GIFT (App WT Chung) were slow into stride.
LIUZZI (App F Yusoff) took the 1200M turn awkwardly, shifted out and bumped AUDACIOUS (J Low).

Near the 1000M crossing, THUNDER WIND had to steady off the heels of YOYO (M Zairi).

NINETYFIVE POWER (WK Yan) and YOYO which raced poorly, will each be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of LIUZZI, NINETYFIVE POWER and YOYO revealed no obvious abnormality.  

When questioned, Jockey J Low, the rider of AUDACIOUS stated that he was instructed to ride a forward race.  The horse began on terms with the field, but was taken wider at the 1200M turn by LIUZZI and he clipped its heels, which placed him further back in the field than he intended.  When he commenced to place his mount under pressure from the 400M, his mount failed to respond to his riding and was only one-paced and he felt that AUDACIOUS was disappointing today.  A post-race veterinary examination of AUDACIOUS revealed no obvious abnormality and was impounded.
