RACE 1 (R970) CLASS 5 – 1400M(sc) – LIGHTNING FLASH 1961 HANDICAP
SPANISH GARDEN, a non-acceptor which had sustained a bruised near fore, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

App KC Tham, the rider of NINETYFIVE ROCKET reported that his mount was not striding out freely.  A post-race veterinary examination of NINETYFIVE ROCKET revealed no obvious abnormality.  

Post-race veterinary examinations of BERNI DANCER (R Burnett) and TYCOON CASTLE (F Yap) revealed no obvious abnormality.  
A post-race veterinary examination of LEE DANCER (S Salee) revealed that the gelding had returned with respiratory distress and as such, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

When questioned regarding the performance of GOOD FRIEND, Jockey J De Souza explained that he was instructed to ride GOOD FRIEND midfield, but was unable to hold that position, inspite of his urgings and the horse continued to lose ground in the middle stages.  He also explained that once in the straight when placed under pressure, the horse did respond in the straight.  Trainer Richard Lines stated that he anticipated GOOD FRIEND to race midfield as instructed, but was surprised to see the horse back in last position.  He felt that being drawn wide barrier and caught wide in the early stages, may have resulted in GOOD FRIEND racing further back than anticipated.  Trainer Richard Lines could not offer any other plausible explanation as to why the horse was unable to hold its position in the field.  His explanation was noted.

RACE 2 (R971) CLASS 5 – 1400M(sc) – TUDOR HOUSE 1960 HANDICAP
DAVID DYNASTY, a non-acceptor which had sustained bruised near fore, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

Acting on veterinary advice that SI BRAVO (TM Wan) which was fractious, kicked out getting both its hind legs cast over the back gates and had sustained a cut to its off hind, the Stewards ordered the withdrawal of SI BRAVO at 2.40pm.  SI BRAVO will be required to pass a test (1 starting stall) before being declared to race again.

At the 1200M-turn, BY INVITATION ONLY (App KC Wong) rolled out and bumped GEORGIE BOY (App KC Tham).

Jockey M Yusri, the rider of DEPUTY LAW reported that his mount was not striding out freely. A post-race veterinary examination of DEPUTY LAW revealed no obvious abnormality.  DEPUTY LAW which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of SPEEDY TIGER (F Yap) and MARINI WALTZ (How Yang) revealed no obvious abnormality.

When questioned regarding the disappointing performance of GEORGIE BOY today, App KC Tham stated that the horse did not respond to his riding in the early and middle stages to take up a forward position as instructed.  Trainer Nor Azman explained that GEORGIE BOY failed to saddle up today, probably due to his frequent racing schedule and may be tired.  It is his intention to give GEORGIE BOY a month’s break from racing to freshen the horse up.  Trainer Nor Azman was advised that if he detects any abnormality with the gelding after cooling down, he would be expected to report this to the Stewards.  His explanation was noted.  A post-race veterinary examination of GEORGIE BOY revealed no obvious abnormality.

RACE 3 (R972) RESTRICTED MAIDEN - 1200M(sc)– ESKDALE CHIEF 1962 HANDICAP
PRETTY DWARF, a non-acceptor which had sustained a bruised back, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

DAWN ST MARK, a non-acceptor which had sustained bruised off fore fetlock, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

FRANKLY MY DEAR, a course scratching as it was inappetance, will be required to pass a veterinary examination after a 21-day embargo before being declared to race again.

GREAT GERONIMO, which was down 33kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.
Trainer Anna Scott was fined RM100/- under MRA Rule 65(5) (c) for failing to produce the declared colours on HIGH TENSILE.  

THE THINKER (App MM Firdaus) which cast its off fore plate behind the barriers, had to be re-shod.

GRAND ELLO (J Shankar) which was difficult to be loaded and was fractious in its barrier, will be required to pass a test (1 starting stall) before being declared to race again.

THE THINKER which was difficult to be loaded and had to be loaded riderless, will be required to pass a test (1 starting stall) before being declared to race again.

WANG CAI (WK Yan) which stood and lost considerable ground, will be required to pass two starting stall tests at weekly intervals before being declared to race again.

At the start, AFTER ME (CK Tan) jumped awkwardly.

OZZY (TM Wan), GRAND ELLO and NONEMOREDESERVING (App KK Chin) were slow into stride.

Shortly after the home turn, AFTER ME shifted out and carried GET THE LOTSKI (M Wepner), GRAND ELLO and TAKE A BOW (App P Deneskumar) wider on the track.
NELSON M (App KC Wong), PHILIP (F Yap) and NONEMOREDESERVING which raced poorly, will each be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of OZZY, GRAND ELLO, GET THE LOTSKI   and  NONEMOREDESERVING revealed no obvious abnormality.

When questioned regarding his ride on TAKE A BOW in the early and middle stages, App P Deneskumar in the presence of his master, Trainer Lawson Moy,  stated he was told to get a good jump and try to sit midfield.   He was mindful that TAKE A BOW raced very greenly at its previous start in Penang and caused interference to other runners.  So, he was cautious when shifting in from a wide barrier, so as not to interfere with other runners, he opted to race wider on the track than usual.  The Stewards were not entirely satisfied with his explanation and warned App P Deneskumar that he is to ride  all his mounts in a manner so as to leave no room for query.

RACE 4 (R973) ENRICH STAKES A – 1100M str – DISTINE 1957 STAKES
TANHA STRIKE, a non-acceptor which had sustained bruised off fore. will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

LANDING NORTH and HIGGS BOSON, both non-acceptors which had sustained bruised near fore, will each be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

BIG LIGHTNING, which was up 20kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.

At the start, WARN YOU MAN (H Barnabas) jumped very awkwardly and shifted in abruptly, causing severe crowding to FOX COMMAND (I Fadzlei) and in turn, to STREET DREAM (TM Wan).  WARN YOU MAN will be required to pass a test (1 starting stall) before being declared to race again.

DICTATOR (J De Souza) threw its head up on jumping and was slow into stride.

Shortly after the start, WON’T STOP (LL Tai) which was slow to begin, was crowded for room by BIG LIGHTNING (App KK Chin) which shifted out and WIN MILLION (App KC Tham) which jumped awkwardly in.
Near the 100M, PISCES STAR (M Wepner) had to steady when STREET DREAM shifted out under pressure.  Jockey TM Wan, the rider of STREET DREAM will be warned to exercise more care when shifting ground in future.

Post-race veterinary examinations of DICTATOR (J De Souza) and WARN YOU MAN revealed no obvious abnormality.

Post-race veterinary examinations of PISCES STAR and WIN MILLION revealed that both these geldings returned with respiratory distress and as such, will each be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

RACE 5 (R974) CLASS 4 – 1000M(sc) – DENTENTURIUS 1959 HANDICAP
BUKIT BINTANG, a non-acceptor which had sustained a bruised back, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

MOGAN’S PRIDE, a non-acceptor which had sustained a sore right eye (corneal ulcer), will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

MARIO ATILLA, a non-acceptor which had skin allergy, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

WYNN FOR ROSE, which was down 22kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.

Shortly after the start, Jockey How Yang, the rider of WYNN FOR ROSE accidentally dropped his whip.  He will be warned against a repetition.

BA LI BA DANCER (J Shankar) which hung out badly throughout the race, will be required to pass a test (1000m/vet) before being declared to race again.

At the 800M, Q NINE MASTER (I Fadzlei) laid outwards.

Post-race veterinary examinations of BA LI BA DANCER, MAGICAL TEN, WYNN FOR ROSE and Q NINE MASTER revealed no obvious abnormality.  
The Club Veterinary Surgeon reported that DAWN PROSPECT (I Azhar) returned having cast its near hind plate.
At the conclusion of an Inquiry today, Jockey I Fadzlei, the rider of Q NINE MASTER  was found guilty to a charge of incompetent riding under MRA Rule 44(9)(b)(iii) in that after getting a good jump, he restrained his mount unnecessarily, losing his rightful position and ground, which in the opinion of the Stewards, is a deviation from the standard of riding expertise and judgment of a reasonably competent rider.

When deciding on penalty, the Stewards took into consideration Jockey I Fadzlei’s riding record and mitigating factors.  Jockey I Fadzlei’s licence to ride in races was suspended for a period of two (2) months with effect from tomorrow, Monday, 21st July 2014 and to expire on Saturday, 20th September 2014, both dates inclusive.  He was advised of his right of appeal (6.20pm).

RACE 6 (R975) CLASS 4 – 1000M(sc) – AMUSEMENT PARK 1958 HANDICAP
FAIRBORN and KOBE TOP GUN, non-acceptors which had both sustained bruised near fore, will each be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

ALL GOOD and YOU NEVER KNOW, both course scratchings which had sustained bruised off fore fetlock and bruised near fore cannon respectively, will each be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

PERFECT PLAN which was down 35kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.

Trainer KF Wong was fined RM100/- under MRA Rule 65(5) (c) for failing to produce the declared colours on PERFECT PLAN.
PERFECT PLAN (App MM Firdaus) which cast its off fore plate behind the barriers, had to be re-shod.

At the start, PRINCE ISLANDER (J Shankar) was slow to begin and DARING SHANI (App KC Tham) was slow into stride.
Post-race veterinary examinations of SLIPA VISTA (K Yazid), PRINCE ISLANDER, SUPER JETSET (App P Deneskumar) and MASQUERAIN (F Yap) revealed no obvious abnormality.

GENERAL REPORTS
RACE 4 (R936) CLASS 5 – 1700M – MUSTANG II HANDICAP
PENANG TURF CLUB JULY MEETING, 2ND DAY, SUNDAY, 13th JULY 2014

At the conclusion of an Inquiry today, App S Shafrizal, the rider of FLYING GIFT, in the presence of acting master, Trainer HS Lim, pleaded guilty to a charge of careless riding under MRA Rule 44(9)(a)(ii) in that at approximately the 150M, he allowed his mount FLYING GIFT to shift inwards whilst riding along, when he was insufficiently clear of DALMATION (HS Gill), taking DALMATION inwards into the rightful running of WORLD SUPERMAN (Y Aify), resulting in WORLD SUPERMAN being checked and lost ground.  

When deciding on penalty, the Stewards took into consideration App S Shafrizal’s guilty plea, riding record and mitigating factors.  App S Shafrizal’s licence to ride in races was suspended for a period of three (3) race days.  Acting on the provisions of MRA Rule 48(5), the Stewards deferred the commencement of App S Shafrizal’s suspension to take effect from Monday, 28th July 2014 and to expire on Friday, 8th August 2014, both dates inclusive.  He was advised of his right of appeal (1.36pm).
