RACE 1 (R685)  CLASS 5 – 1600m (lc) – DUNNE HANDICAP
AMIR M, a course scratching as it had a nail prick to its off fore foot, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

PERFECT FIXER, a course scratching as it was lame near hind, will be required to pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.
COIL which was down 15kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.
BERCHAM (TM Wan) was examined behind the barriers by the Club Veterinary Surgeon and was passed fit to start.
FREE GIFT (App R Fakruddin) showed no early speed despite being urged.
At approximately the 350M, THUNDER WIND (KT Cheng) was crowded for room  behind the hind quarters of COIL (App S Saddam) which shifted  in.  Shortly after this, COIL steadied when crowded over the heels of FLYING KISS (S Thai Yang).  THUNDER WIND which became unbalanced, shifted out.
Jockey S Thai Yang, the rider of FLYING KISS which shifted in the straight, was warned to stop and straighten his mount quicker than he did on this occasion.

Post-race veterinary examinations of BERCHAM, FEARED (HS Gill), THUNDER WIND, LIGHTNING ROD (App J Daniel), NONEMOREDESERVING (App KC Wong) and FREE GIFT revealed no obvious abnormality.

RACE 2 (R686) CLASS 5 – 1600m (lc) –  HAYDEN HANDICAP
EL JEYA (App S Saddam) was examined behind the barriers by the Club Veterinary Surgeon and was passed fit to start.

COCONUT (App S Shafrizal) and EMPEROR QIAN LONG (App AM Aizat) were slow into stride.
On jumping, ZENIDIN (App KL Lee) and EL JEYA jumped awkwardly and bumped.  About 50M after the start, ZENIDIN was crowded for room when it was bumped by POWER IN HAND (HS Gill) which shifted out abruptly.
At approximately the 400M, BRITE LITES shifted in abruptly when struck with the whip.  App CC Wong, the rider of BRITE LITES was warned and told to stop and straighten his mount more quickly than he did on this occasion.

NINETYFIVE POWER (TM Wan) which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000m/vet) before being declared to race again.

Jockey CK Tan, the rider of SCOTT FREE reported that his mount was not striding out freely. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no obvious abnormality.
Post-race veterinary examinations of NINETYFIVE POWER, COCONUT, KIWI MAESTRO (App M Rashpassing), POWER IN HAND, TIME TO SHINE (M Yusri) revealed no obvious abnormality.

A post-race veterinary examination of EL JEYA revealed that the gelding had returned lame near fore and as such, will be required to pass a test (1000m/vet) before being declared to race again.

RACE 3 (R687) CLASS 5 – 1200m (lc) – ALCARAZ HANDICAP
DIAMOND FLAME, a course scratching as it had sustained bruised off fore cannon, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

Emergency acceptor NINETYFIVE ROCKET was withdrawn due to a capacity field.
HANG TUAH, which was down 19kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.

Light rain fell prior to and during the running of this race.
At the start, GOOD MEANING (App F Yusoff) blundered badly.

At approximately the 400M, TRACK MAC (App CC Wong) shifted in when struck with the whip and continued to do so for some distance.  App CC Wong, the rider of TRACK MAC was warned and told to stop and straighten his mount more quickly in future.

At approximately the 350M, LUCK ALOT  shifted in under pressure for some distance and App I Amirul, the rider of LUCK ALOT was warned and told to stop and straighten his mount more quickly than he did on this occasion.

On pulling-up, DEPUTY LAW (M Yusri) and TRACK MAC which was following, clipped its heels, stumbled and App CC Wong became unbalanced in his saddle.

The Club Veterinary Surgeon reported that MARYLEBONE PARK (App M Hanif) returned having cast its near hind plate.

App S Shafrizal, the rider of BOSS CAT reported that his mount was not striding out freely.   A post-race veterinary examination revealed that the gelding had returned lame off fore and having cast its off fore plate.  BOSS CAT will be required to pass a test (1000m/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of FLY KITTY FLY (Lou Ho), ASTRONAUT MAN (KT Cheng), SUBURBAN SECRET (HS Gill) and CHINESE STREET (J De Souza) revealed no obvious abnormality.  SUBURBAN SECRET was impounded.
After the running of this race, the state of track was downgraded to ‘Yielding.’
The Stewards questioned Jockey HS Gill, the rider of SUBURBAN SECRET (fav.) who explained that the horse jumped well, managed to race in a comfortable position forward. He said that he was able to get the horse 6th position on the rail, about two lengths from the leaders,  but when placed under pressure in the straight, the horse failed to respond.  In his opinion, SUBURBAN SECRET was disappointing but may be feeling the effects of being its first start since December 2014.
Trainer PK Leong confirmed that he instructed Jockey HS Gill to get a good jump, drive the horse forward and travel where comfortable.  He thought that the horse would run better today than what it did, but the horse was disappointing.  He feels that being its first run after a long spell, the horse may not have been as forward in its preparations as he has trialed well and should benefit from today’s run.  His explanation was noted.

RACE 4 (R688)  CLASS 5 – 1200m (lc) –  HILL HANDICAP 
BRING IT ON, a course scratching as it had sustained bruised near fore fetlock, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

DELTA WING, a course scratching as it had sustained bruised off hind sole, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

BABAJEE, a course scratching as it is inappetance, will be required to pass a veterinary examination after 21 days embargo before being declared to race again.

At approximately the 900M, GOOD TASTE (TM Wan) had to steady off the heels of RUMPELSTILTSKIN (App I Amirul) and shifted out abruptly and caused crowding to LUCK TREASURE (Lou Ho), PIUS TOUCH (App CC Wong) and MONEY NOT ENOUGH  (App CT Lee) which was following and continued to hang out till the home turn.  At approximately the 650M, he clipped the heels of RUMPELSTILTSKIN racing in front, blundered and checked.   Jockey TM Wan, the rider of GOOD TASTE became very unbalanced in his saddle.   GOOD TASTE which raced very greenly, is required to pass a test (1000M/vet) after undergoing 14 days embargo.
Jockey Lou Ho, the rider of LUCK TREASURE reported that his mount was not striding out freely.  A post-race veterinary examination revealed no obvious abnormality.  LUCK TREASURE which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000m/vet) before being declared to race again.

All riders returned an average of 1kg over.

Post-race veterinary examinations of PIUS TOUCH, PROPITIONS GOLD (App R Fakruddin), RUMPELSTILTSKIN and  MONEY NOT ENOUGH revealed no obvious abnormality. 
A post-race veterinary examination of VELLFIRE (J De Souza) revealed that the gelding returned lame near fore and as such, will be required to pass a test (1000m/vet) before being declared to race again.

RACE 5 (R689)  RESTRICTED MAIDEN  – 1200m (sc) – WALKER STAKES
[2 & 3 YEAR OLDS]  [WEIGHT-FOR-AGE]

Trainer Frank Maynard was fined RM500/- for scratching B’NEVAGIVUP without an official veterinary certificate as required under Clause 3 (h) of the PRTC Official Programme.
MISTER JAGGER which was down 16kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.

TIDAL WAVE (S Salee) became restless in the barrier and kicked out resulting in its hind leg being over the back gate when the start was effected.  TIDAL WAVE became unbalanced and slipped on jumping and was slowly away. TIDAL WAVE will be required to pass one starting stall test before being declared to race again.
PISCES GEM (J De Souza) and POWER WIND (App P Mogun) were slow into stride.

In the early and middle stages, CUTTING TORCH (App KC Wong) raced greenly.

TIDAL WAVE hung out at the home turn.
At about 250M, POWER WIND shifted in considerably whilst under pressure and after winning, App P Mogun was warned that he is to stop and straighten his mount more quickly in future and was also warned against his exaggerated celebratory gesture after the winning post and a repetition may lead to action being taken in future.
On pulling-up, App M Rashpassing, the rider of UNDERCOVER MISSION was dislodged when the gelding stumbled at the crossing.
Post-race veterinary examinations of HALO IMAGE (App M Hanif), AFTER ME (CK Tan), CAMRY (App AK Lim), PISCES GEM and PROHIBITION (HS Gill) revealed no obvious abnormality.

A post-race veterinary examination of TIDAL WAVE revealed that the gelding returned with epiglottic entrapment and a cut to its right hock.  TIDAL WAVE will be required to undergo corrective surgery and thereafter pass a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.
When questioned regarding the tactics used in the early stages of the race regarding PISCES JET, Trainer S Cook stated that he instructed App  SU Lim  to get a good jump, sit midfield or three quarters of the field back and do his best in the straight to win or run a place.  App SU Lim confirmed the instructions.  He stated after obtaining a good jump he traveled in a midfield position in the early stages.  The Stewards were concerned with his efforts to maintain his position.  He was warned and severely reprimanded for his lack of initiative to maintain his favourable position.  App SU Lim was given the benefit of the doubt on this occasion, but was told that a repetition of this nature, may lead to action being taken against him in future.

Emergency acceptors YES CLUB, BELWINS and HORIZON LAD were withdrawn due to a capacity field.

Jockey HS Gill who was stood down by the Club Medical Officer, will be required to submit a medical certificate of fitness before he resumes riding.
LA QUINTA (KT Cheng) and WIN MILION (TM Wan) which raced poorly, will each be required to pass a test (1000m/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of LA QUINTA, MARATHON LAD (L Sofhan), UNCLE GLORY (App M Hanif) GET THE LOTSKI (J Keating), APROBACION (J De Souza) and CLASSIC ARROW (App KC Wong) revealed no obvious abnormality.

When questioned, App M Migale, the rider of EMPIRE BAY in the presence of his acting master Trainer S Cook stated that he was instructed to get a good jump and race in a 5th /6th position and do his best in the straight.  He said that on jumping out, EMPIRE BAY which was restless in the gate, was a little slow to begin and shortly after the start, was bumped by APROBACION  and thereafter, he was obliged to race wide throughout the race.  The Stewards were concerned with his ride and his effort in the straight and warned him that he is to ride all his mounts in a  consistent  manner so as to leave no room for query in future, failing which action may be taken.

RACE 10 (R694) STAKES A – 1400m (sc) – SKRTEL STAKES [SET-WEIGHTS]
FEISTY LEO, a course scratching as it had sustained bruised off fore sole, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.

Emergency acceptors AWAKENED and IWA ANTILIA were withdrawn due to a capacity field.

BLACK AND WHITE and STORMY BRUCE which were up 15kgs and 25kgs respectively and CHINESE CULTURE which was down 24kgs in body weight since their last run, were checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and were passed fit to start.

BEAUTIFUL CHOICE (App WT Chung) which was kicked behind the barriers, was withdrawn by order of the Stewards at 6.25 pm, acting on veterinary advice that the gelding had sustained an injury to its near side stifle.  BEAUTIFUL CHOICE will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.  App WT Chung was warned and severely reprimanded regarding his comments to another rider behind the barriers.
FOX COMMAND (Lou Ho) was slow into stride.
JOYFUL (KT Cheng) which showed no early pace and tailed the field throughout, will be required to pass a test (1000m/vet) before being declared to race again.
At approximately the 300M, BLACK AND WHITE (App R Fakruddin) shifted out and crowded KAWAN STREET (B Doyle) which had to steady.  App R Fakruddin, the rider of BLACK AND WHITE was severely reprimanded that he must be clear of other runners before shifting ground in future.
App M Hanif, the rider of RUSH was fined a sum of RM500/- for dropping his whip at approximately the 300M.  He was warned that failing to report incidences in a race under MRA Rule 44(11) could lead to further action being taken against him in future.

JOYFUL which raced poorly, will be required to pass a test (1000m/vet) before being declared to race again.

App KC Wong, the rider of BRAVE MALALA and Jockey KT Cheng, the rider of JOYFUL reported that their mounts were not striding out freely.  Post-race veterinary examinations of BRAVE MALALA and JOYFUL revealed no obvious abnormality.  
Jockey CK Tan, the rider of WILD WEST WILLY reported that his mount was making respiratory noises.  A post-race veterinary examination revealed that the gelding had returned broken-winded and as such, will be required to undergo a corrective surgery and pass a test (1000m/vet) before being declared to race again.

Post-race veterinary examinations of BLACK AND WHITE, RUSH (App M Hanif), STORMY BRUCE (J Low) and SHAOLIN SOLDIER (App AK Lim) revealed no obvious abnormality.

GENERAL REPORT
RACE 2 (R621) CLASS 5 – 1100M(str) – KANE HANDICAP,

PERAK MID-MAY MEETING, SUNDAY, 17th MAY 2015

The Stewards concluded an Inquiry on Tuesday, 26th May 2015 into the riding of NO MONEY NO TALK by Jockey K Yazid and trained by Trainer Stephen John Cook  in the above race.

After taking further evidence and reviewing the videos, Jockey K Yazid was found guilty to a charge under MRA Rule 44(10) for failing to ride to the satisfaction of the Stewards in that whilst riding NO MONEY NO TALK in the above race, he did restrain his mount NO MONEY NO TALK from approximately the 900M to the 700M when it was unnecessary and not reasonable to do so.

When deciding on penalty, the Stewards took into account Jockey K Yazid’s riding record and mitigating factors.  Jockey K Yazid was suspended from riding in races for a period of two (2) months with effect from Wednesday 27th May 2015 and to expire on Sunday, 26th July 2015, both dates inclusive.  In addition, Jockey K Yazid was fined the sum of RM5,000/-   He was informed of his Right of Appeal (3.45pm).

Trainer S Cook was warned that he is to give specific riding instructions to all his riders for all his runners in future, failing which action may be taken against him.

Jockey K Yazid subsequently lodged a Notice of Appeal.

PERAK MID-MAY MEETING, SATURDAY, 16th MAY 2015

Trainer Ms Evelyn Seet was questioned regarding the disappointing performance of INTENTION.  Ms Evelyn Seet confirmed her instructions were to ride INTENTION 3rd/4th/5th position as it was the first time INTENTION was racing over 1600M for her.  Ms Evelyn Seet added that the instructions were formulated to allow INTENTION to run the 1600M out strongly, but the gelding appeared to resent being held up, as compared to being allowed to run along in or near the lead.  Trainer Ms Evelyn Seet said that INTENTION was very disappointing, and the gelding may be a natural free-running horse at any distance it contends.  Trainer Ms Evelyn Seet was reminded of the Rules regarding ‘in-and-out running.’  PRTC’s Senior Veterinary Surgeon Dr. Alistair Murdoch reported on Wednesday, 27th May 2015 that INTENTION had slight bruising to its near fore tendon sheath.

PRTC Barrier Trial – Tuesday, 26th May 2015
