RACE 1 (R989)  CLASS 5 – 1800m(sc)  – BOXING HANDICAP
KIWI MAESTRO which was up 26kgs  in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.

The Stewards ordered the withdrawal of KIWI MAESTRO (App M Rashpassing) at 2.35pm, acting on the Analysts’ report that the gelding had failed its pre-race tests.  KIWI MAESTRO was impounded.   Trainer Peter Lee was advised that KIWI MAESTRO was barred from starting in any race until a clearance is given by the Stipendiary Stewards under MRA Rule 134(12).
ALACARTE (J Low) over-raced in the early stages and laid out passing the winning post on the first occasion.
App KC Wong, the rider of GREAT PRINCE reported that his mount was not striding out freely.  A post-race veterinary examination of GREAT PRINCE revealed no obvious abnormality.

RACE 2 (R990)  CLASS 5 – 1000m(sc) –  BEACH VOLLEYBALL HANDICAP
RUMPELSTILTSKIN which was down 15kgs in body weight since its last run, was checked by the Club Veterinary Surgeon prior to the race and was passed fit to start.
The Stewards ordered the withdrawal of ALI BABA (App AM Aizat) at 3.10pm, acting on the Analysts’ report that the gelding had failed its pre-race tests.  ALI BABA was impounded.   Trainer Wong Kong Fatt was advised that ALI BABA was barred from starting in any race until a clearance is given by the Stipendiary Stewards under MRA Rule 134(12).

HOFBURG PALACE (J Low) jumped away awkwardly and bumped TESSERACT (J Shankar).
GLORIOUS GERONIMO (App J Daniel) raced wide throughout the race.
App SU Lim, the rider of AWINISAWIN and Jockey J Shankar, the rider of TESSERACT both reported that their mounts were not striding out freely.   Post-race veterinary examinations of AWINISAWIN and TESSERACT revealed no obvious abnormality.

RACE 3 (R991)  CLASS 5  – 1000m(sc) – BASKETBALL HANDICAP
MULTIBLUE SHARK (TM Wan) shifted out on jumping away, resulting in PRINCE ISLANDER (App AM Aizat) being tightened onto NO MONEY NO TALK (J Low), as a result, PRINCE ISLANDER got its head up and lost its position.

HAPPY AMIGO (App KC Wong) jumped away awkwardly.
PRINCE ISLANDER over-raced and got its head up and had to be steadied on several occasions racing past the 800M.

HAPPY AMIGO and ENGLISH DREAM (J Shankar) both hung out from the 700M and raced wide until entering the straight.

MULTIBLUE SHARK laid in over the concluding 200M of the race and Jockey TM Wan was unable to ride his mount out in his normal manner.
Post-race veterinary examinations of MULTIBLUE SHARK and ENGLISH DREAM revealed no obvious abnormality.

RACE 4 (R992)  CLASS 5 – 1000m (sc) – BADMINTON HANDICAP
POT BLACK, a course scratching as it had a bruised near fore fetlock, will be required to pass a veterinary examination before being declared to race again.
PRERICH (SS Vanan) was slow to begin.
FUMIO (HS Gill) jumped away awkwardly and shortly after the start, had to be steadied to avoid the heels of D’GREAT EMINENCE (Lou Ho). 

DUBLEO BEAUTY (C Goon) rolled out at the 1000M and brushed D’GREAT EMINENCE, unbalancing that mare.

DARK EXPRESS (TM Wan) had to be steadied to avoid the heels of SPARKLER (J Low) racing to the 700M and from thereon, lost ground.
DUBLEO BEAUTY shifted out racing to the 300M and inconvenienced SPARKLER.  Shortly thereafter, SPARKLER had to shift in to obtain clear running.

DUBLEO BEAUTY rolled out at the 100M and inconvenienced D’GREAT EMINENCE.

Post-race veterinary examinations of D’GREAT EMINENCE, DUBLEO BEAUTY, SPARKLER and PRERICH revealed no obvious abnormality.

RACE 6 (R994)   CLASS 4  – 1200m (sc) –  ATHLETICS  HANDICAP
IWA ANTILIA (App M Rashpassing) was slow into stride.

The Stewards questioned Jockey K Yazid, the rider and Trainer S Cook, the trainer of  ZEUS WARRIOR into that gelding’s performance today.  Jockey Yazid explained that his instructions were to get a good jump and to ride the horse where it is comfortable.  His instructions were confirmed by Trainer S Cook.  Jockey Yazid explained that he got a good jump, but the horse had no early speed and from the 800M, when the field sprinted, ZEUS WARRIOR was unable to improve despite his riding and got out of its ground.  Jockey Yazid further stated that from entering the straight, the gelding improved under his whip-riding and finished the race off well.  Trainer S Cook explained that ZEUS WARRIOR was a one-paced gelding and that he thought that the gelding will improve with more experience and over a longer distance.  Their explanations were noted.
Post-race veterinary examinations of RUSSELL THE CROWE and  LONHMIN revealed no obvious abnormality.  ZEUS WARRIOR was impounded.
A post-race veterinary examination of SEE FOR YOURSELF (App AM Aizat) revealed that the gelding had returned broken-winded and as such, will be required to undergo corrective surgery and thereafter, passed a test (1000M/vet) before being declared to race again.

REPORT OF ANALYSIS FOR NON-RACE DAY SAMPLES

-SELANGOR TURF CLUB

The SLTC Stipendiary Stewards, on Tuesday, 19 July 2016, advised all Jockeys to report to the SLTC Regulatory Office after the completion of trackwork and supply urine samples for analytical testing. 
The report dated 28 July 2016 (TR/V16/05) from the Chief Analyst of Veterinary Forensic Laboratory stated that 3 coded urine samples were received on 21 July 2016, for analysis under the MRA Rules and Regulations. 
After decoding the sample numbers, it was established that Sample Numbers “17904” and “06703” which both revealed the presence of “3-Hydroxy-N-Methylmorphinan”, were reported to have been taken from App A Farezul and Jockey H Bukhari respectively on 19 July 2016 at the Selangor Turf Club.
It was established that Sample Number “17082” which revealed the presence of “Phentermine”, was reported to have been taken from Jockey J De Souza on 19 July 2016 at the Selangor Turf Club.  App A Farezul, Jockey H Bukhari and Jockey J De Souza were all advised of the contents of this report and advised that they were suspended from riding in trackwork and races pending their inquiries in terms of MRA Rule 136(3)(b). They were also advised of the contents of MRA Rule 137 and MRA Regulation 46 relating to the Referee Sample.  An inquiry into these matters will be held at a date to be fixed.
